Dergimizin bu sayisinda yer alan makaleler, kadinlarin tarihsel rollerinden gilinlimiizdeki aktif
katilimlarina kadar genis bir yelpazeyi kapsamaktadir. Dr.Menekse Yildiz Uslunun Osmanlt
donemi kadin mahkim ve tutuklularin yasam kosullarini ele aldig1 calismasinda, donemin kadin
mahkim ve tutuklu sorununu kapsamli bir sekilde ele alarak ortaya koymaktadir. Dr. Deniz
Gliney’in, Azerbaycan’in ilk Cumhurbaskani Neriman Nerimanov iizerine yaptig1 bu c¢alisma,
kadin haklar1 miicadelesinde oncii bir figiiriin ideallerini ve katkilarin1 derinlemesine inceliyor.
Nerimanov’un, kadinlarin egitim yoluyla toplumsal hayata esit sekilde katiliminin toplumun
gelisimi icin temel oldugunu savunmasi, sosyalist ilkeler ¢ergevesinde ele alinarak okuyuculara
toplumsal esitlik ve biling kazandirmay1 hedefliyor. Makale, Nerimanov’un devrimci kimligini,
kadinlarin egitim hakki, is hayatina katilimi ve toplumsal esitlik ilkelerini savunarak
gerceklestirdigi oncii rolii kapsamli bir sekilde sunmaktadir. Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Masoumeh
Khanzadeh’nin Tiirkiye ingaat sektoriinde calisan kadmlarin deneyimlerini analiz eden bu 6zgiin
calismasi, kadinlarin sektdrde karsilastigi cinsiyet temelli engelleri kapsamli bir perspektifle ele
aliyor. Karma yontemle yapilan arastirma, kadinlarin kariyer yollarinda karsilastigi 6nyargilari,
ayrimcilig1 ve temsil eksikliklerini agiga ¢ikararak, kapsayicilik ve esitlik konularinda somut
politika onerileri sunmaktadir Dr. Mahmizar Mehdibeyova’nin Parvin Etisami’nin siirlerinde
kadin Ozgiirliigiinii inceledigi ¢alismasi ise edebiyatin toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizlikleriyle
miicadelede nasil bir arag olabilecegini gostermektedir. Havva Yildiz’in Tifli hikdyelerindeki
kadin tiplerini analiz eden makalesi, toplumsal cinsiyet rollerinin séz konusu hikayelerdeki
yansimalarini inceleyerek, kadin karakterlerin kimi zaman geleneksel cinsiyet rollerine meydan
okuyan, kimi zaman ise onlar1 pekistiren niteliklerini derinlemesine ortaya koymaktadir.

Dergimizin bu sayisinda, ‘Feminist Sosyal Politika’ ile ‘Tiirkiye’de Refah Devleti ile Kadin’
arasindaki iligskiyi ele alan kitap incelemelerine yer verilmektedir. Bu incelemeler, toplumsal
hayatta kadinlarin daha aktif bir rol almasi ig¢in gerekli politikalarin ve sosyal degisimlerin
o6nemini vurgulamaktadir.

Tiirk Diinyas1 Kadin Arastirmalar1 Dergisi olarak amacimiz, kadinlarin yasadigi sorunlara dikkat
cekmek, farkli disiplinlerden arastirmacilar1 bir araya getirerek bilgi paylasimini saglamak ve
kadin haklar1 miicadelesine katkida bulunmaktir. Bu sayida yer alan caligmalarin, kadin
caligmalari alanindaki bilimsel tartismalara 6nemli katkilar saglayacagini ve gelecek arastirmalar
icin ilham verecegini umuyoruz.
